The 
conference will be hosted by TIE in Dar es Salaam, Tanzania, from 15th to 
18th September 2026. 

Guided by the overarching theme, ACA 2026 aims to strengthen the alignment of 
national and regional education reforms with the African Union’s Agenda 
2063 and Sustainable Development Goal 4 (SDG 4) contributing to the 
creation of inclusive, relevant, and transformative education systems across the 
continent. 

The theme underscores the urgent need for curriculum transformation that is 
responsive to Africa’s diverse contexts, values, and aspirations while equipping 
learners with 21st-century skills, digital competence, and innovative mindsets. It 
calls for a renewed Africentric and inclusive approach to curriculum reform, 
ensuring that education systems move beyond knowledge transmission to nurture 
creativity, critical thinking, ethical leadership, entrepreneurship, and civic 
responsibility. The conference also recognises the pivotal role of teachers as agents 
of change in integrating AI and emerging technologies into meaningful learning 
experiences.
